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into one” of these  categories, and “[f]or ease of administration, an article, material, or supply 
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Further, as is true on any project, a contractor should meticulously maintain records of BABAA 
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 In sum, given the broad applicability of BABAA to any “infrastructure” funding, 
contractors need to become familiar with BABAA requirements. Since waivers are issued on an 
agency-by-agency basis, contractors will also need to know, before bidding, which agency is 
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facilities listed above that are constructed, maintained, etc. and receive federal funding will have 
to comply with the requirements of BABAA. There are a few caveats to these requirements that 
contractors should be aware of. First, BABAA applies to infrastructure projects that receive 
financial assistance regardless of whether infrastructure is the primary purpose of the award. And 
finally, BABAA does not apply to emergency funding made in anticipation of or in response to a 
natural or other kind of disaster.
