The first year of wage and benefit settlements geported to the Construction Labor Research Council so
far tihis year averages $0.98 or 1.9 percent. These figures are higher than the $0.55 or 1.1 percent at this
time ast year, but lower than the $1.49 or 3.1 percent reported two years ago. Similarly, years two and
three in settlements negotiated to date this year are higher than years two and three last year, but

lower than two years ago.
